All domestic organizations, institutions and   
associat ions that  are nonprof i t  and are           
recognized as tax exempt by the I nternal     
Revenue Service under section 501 ( c ) ( 3 ) of 
the Internal Revenue Service code and engage in 
activities that fall within the overall philanthropic 
goals of NIA are eligible. 

Educational Organizations 
Four-year colleges and universities; two-year 
technical and junior colleges; graduate and     
professional schools; technical institutions;    
special schools or programs for the mentally and 
physically disabled; elementary and secondary 
schools; and alumni  f unds, educat ional        
foundations or associations whose purpose is to 
transmit funds to be used solely for charitable 
purposes. 

Culture and The Arts 
All nonprofit, tax exempt, arts and humanities 
organizations in the United States, including  
museums, art galleries, dance companies, opera 
companies, orchestras, theatres, choral group, 
public arts or cultural centers, arts councils, 
united arts funds, public radio and television  
stations, libraries and historic preservation     
organizations are eligible. 

Health and Human Services 
All public charitable health agencies, including 
public or private nonprofit hospitals accredited 
by the joint commission on Accreditation of 
Hospi tals or  the American Osteopathic          
Association, medical research centers for local 

and national health organizations are all eligi-
ble.  They must be nonprofit, tax exempt and 
located in the United States. 

Civic and Community Organizations 
All public charities that provide basic needs 
and services—nutrition, housing, clothing or 
job training, for example—are eligible. 
Community improvement or services agencies, 
such as family services organizations  and 
youth or recreational organizations; local    
environmental and ecology organizations   
such as zoos, botanical gardens and parks;          
conservation activities; study groups working 
toward solutions for social problems; and   
national organizations that conduct public  
policy research are also eligible. 

 
Gift Conditions 
Contributions must be personal gifts that are 
actually paid not merely pledged.  Full mem-
bership payments, as well as direct contribu-
tions qualify.  Gifts may be given in the form 
of cash or negotiable securities.  For stocks 
traded on an established stock exchange, the 
value of the matching grant will be determined 
by the average price stock on the date of the 
gift.  For stocks traded privately or over the 
counter, the value of the matching grant will 
be determined by the established bid price 
rather than asking price on the date of the gift. 

Minimum Gift: $10.00
